A Most Successful Chipper Day In Spite of the Rain!

Community response to the HVLT/HVCA sponsored Chipper Day held Sunday, 
April 11th, demonstrated strong commitment to making Homestead Valley fire 
safe.  In spite of almost steady rain and cloudbursts over the Community Center, 
Homestead residents were prepared for Chipper Day.  There was the scent of Bay 
trees and thickets of brush were unloaded from cars and trucks.  Neighbors had co-
operated in gathering and bringing the material.  Some wore slickers, most got very 
wet.  Volunteers Bob Hunn, Margaret Harding, Curt Oldenburg, Merry Kin-
dred, Brian Spring and Helen Beck helped with the unloading and recorded resi-
dents' time spent cleaning up their property.  Les Lizama provided a tent which 
sheltered the all important hot coffee and goodies which kept us going. 
 

The next day in drenching rain, Phillip Moyer, Jerry Freedman, Greg Lehman, 
and Burnett  Tregoning assisted the Davey Tree chipper crew and kept the park-
ing lot swept up.  Truly heroic!  Because of the rain, the chips had to be hauled to 
the dump instead of being spread on Land Trust property.  Davey Tree donated the 
dump charge for the first load which is very much appreciated.  Homestead resi-
dent's donations will help to pay for the second load.  Once again, Fire Safe Marin 
gave a grant to pay Davey Tree for their chipping service.  Many thanks to the 
community and volunteers, Fire Safe Marin, and Davey Tree Service for working 
together to make our Valley fire safe!  The next Chipper Day is scheduled for  
October. 

Defensible Space Evaluator Class 
 
Cary Gloeckner, of the Southern Marin Fire Department announced his next De-
fensible Space Evaluator Classes.  These are very interesting classes which train 
volunteers to help homeowners plan to create defensible space around their homes.  
Saturday, May 1st will be a class from 8:30 AM to noon and 1 to 5 PM.  Cary lec-
tures, shows videos, and gives out a very informative workbook.  Saturday, May 
8th, will be the same hours with interactive discussion in the morning and after-
noon visits to homes where volunteers learn to make out a scoring sheet regarding 
homeowners' defensible space.  This is a great way to learn about fire danger and 
what can be done to reduce the threat to our homes.  Cary models a helpful way to 
consult with homeowners.

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PRESIDENTIAL ELECTIONS 
(First Published In September 2005) 

 
 

In presidential elections, Homestead Valley has consistently voted more 
heavily for democratic and socialist party candidates than has Mill Valley. 
 

In 1908, democrat William Jennings Bryan received 32 % of the vote in 
Homestead vs. 23% in Mill Valley.  Republican William Howard Taft won. 
 

In 1912, Homestead voted 50% for democrat Woodrow Wilson and 13 % for 
Socialist candidate Eugene V. Debs.  Mill Valley voted 49% for Wilson and 
1% for Debs.  Progressive candidate Teddy Roosevelt got the remaining 
votes. Incumbent president Taft had been relegated to a write-in candidate 
by progressives at the California republican convention.  Wilson won.  
 

In 1916, Homestead went 60% for democrat Woodrow Wilson, vs. 43% in 
Mill Valley.  Wilson was reelected. 
 

In 1920, Homestead went 33% for democrat James M. Cox and 12% for so-
cialist Eugene V. Debs.  Mill Valley voted 25% for Cox and 10% for Debs. 
Republican Warren G. Harding won.   
 

In 1924, republican Calvin Coolidge received 40% in Homestead and 55% 
in  Mill Valley.  The winner in Homestead was progressive Robert M. La 
Follette with 52%; democrat John W. Davis received only 8%.  Mill Valley 
voted 55% for Coolidge, 38% for La Follette and 7% for Davis.  Coolidge 
won.   
 

In 1928,  Homestead went 59% for republican Herbert Hoover and 41% for 
democrat Al Smith.  Mill Valley voted 71% for Hoover and 29% for Smith.  
Hoover won. 
 

In 1932, Homestead went 69% for democrat Franklin D. Roosevelt and 31% 
for republican Hoover.  Mill Valley voted 51% for Hoover and 49% for 
Roosevelt.  Roosevelt won.   
 

In 1936, Homestead voted 71% for Roosevelt vs. 61% in Mill Valley.  Roo-
sevelt won. 
 

In 1940, Mill Valley voted 56% for republican Wendell L. Willkie.  The 
Mill Valley Record reported, “Taking sharp issue with Mill Valley was its 
rural area, as Roosevelt received majorities in Tam Valley, Muir Woods 
Park, Almonte, Homestead and Alto.”  Roosevelt won.  
 

In 1944, Mill Valley voted 55% for republican Thomas Dewey while Home-
stead voted 56% for Roosevelt.  Roosevelt won.

On behalf of the Governing Board of the Mill Valley School District (MVSD), the District is launching the 
Facilities Modernization Bond Program funded by the proceeds of the November 2009 voter approved 
"Measure C".  Public input is being collected on the first three projects: the new Edna Maguire Elementary 
School, and modernization at the Old Mill and Tam Valley Elementary School campuses. 

  

The District feels that the more robust the public process, the better the project outcome will be.  A site 
committee at each of these three schools is working with architects to develop the Schematic Design.  Inter-
ested parties are invited to attend these Monday evening meetings.
